Scarlet Leader Willowleaf Cotoneaster is a
multi-stemmed evergreen shrub with a ground-hugging
habit of growth. It lends an extremely fine and delicate
texture to the landscape composition which should be
used to full effect.

It grows at a
medium rate, and under ideal conditions can be expected
to live for approximately 30 years.
